Animals have 3 basic needs:
1. food

2. water

3. shelter (a safe place to sleep and raise their babies)
Animals find what they need to live in their habitat.  If they don’t find what they need, they will either:

1. move to another place
2.  or if they can’t move, they will die.  
If people change or destroy an animal’s habitat it may not be able to live there anymore.  If it can’t move to a place where it can find food, water and shelter, it will die.  People have to think about the effect of their actions when they change the environment.

Sample Questions

1. Why don’t monkeys live in the desert?  Give at least 2 reasons.

2. Some ducks were living in a pond.  Some people filled the pond with sand.  Now there is no water in the pond.  What might happen to the ducks now that the pond is gone? 
Desert 

A desert is a hot and dry place where only a few plants and animals live.  There are cactus plants and lots of lizards and snakes
Tundra

 The tundra is a cold and dry place where only a few plants and animals live.  Some animals that live on the tundra are reindeer, arctic fox and many birds
Rainforest 

The rainforest is a place where it is hot and wet.  There are lots of plants and animals there.  Some animals are monkeys, tigers and snakes
Forest

The forest is a place that has enough rain and sun that big trees can grow.  It has a cold season when the trees lose their leaves.  Some animals that live there are deer, bears and mice
