Food Chains and Camouflage Study Guide
A food chain is the order that animals eat plants and other animals.

Only a plant can make its own food.  It uses energy from the sun.  

All other living things have to eat plants or other animals.

A food chain always starts with a green plant.  

Every plant and animal is part of the food chain

Some animals eat plants, some animals eat other animals. 


A simple food chain could start with grass, which is eaten by rabbits. Then the rabbits are eaten by foxes. 
For the test you should be able to draw a food chain and label it. You need to know that a food chain starts with a green plant and that every living thing is part  of the food chain.
Camouflage

Camouflage is the way an animal looks so it can hide.  Some animals need to hide so they don’t get eaten by other animals.  Some animals need to hide so that they can catch other animals to eat.

Animals are camouflaged when they are the same color as their habitat or have marks on their skin or fur so that they are hard to see.  Sometimes an animal is shaped like a different animal or plant so it can hide.  An octopus can change its shape, color and texture.

For the test you should be able to explain what camouflage is and why an animal needs camouflage.
