Parts of a Flowering Plant
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Plant with Bud

Buds will grow into flowers.
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Plants need 4 things to grow well:
1. water
2. air
3. nutrients
4. light and warmth (sun)
1. The flowers of a plant make seeds. 


2. The stem holds the plant up and moves water and nutrients through it.
3. The leaves make food for the plant.
4. The roots take water and nutrients from the soil and help keep the plant up. 
Life Cycle of a Flowering Plant
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4.  The bud will become a flower.  Bees will spread the flower’s pollen so that the flowers can make seeds.

2.  The roots will grow down and the leaves will grow up.  It is now a seedling





3.   If the plant gets enough water, air, light/ warmth and nutrients it will grow and make a bud.





1.  If a seed gets enough water and warmth it will germinate
