	6. solid   -  a form of matter that does not change its shape, like a desk.

How is a solid different from a liquid or a gas?
A solid has a shape of its own but a liquid and a gas don’t.
What can we use to find the mass of a solid?

We can use a balance to find the mass of a solid.
What can we use to measure how long or wide a solid is?
We can use a ruler or a tape measure to measure a solid.
When we use a ruler to measure a solid what do we call the unit we measure in?

We measure in centimeters and meters or feet and inches.
