Animals need to have food, water and shelter in order to survive.

Animals meet their needs in their habitat.

Animals adapt by using color and patterns to camouflage themselves.  Animals move and migrate when it is too hot or too cold for them to survive.  Some animals have hard shells to protect themselves.  
Plants and animals help each other.  Plants provide food and shelter for animals and animals help spread plant seeds.

A food chain always starts with a green plant.  An animal eats a green plant and then another animal eats it and so on.  All plants and animals are part of a food chain.
