What are some of the things that we need to think about if Kuwait is to continue to progress?
Air pollution is a concern.  

· All the electricity in Kuwait is made by burning oil.  This means that lots of smoke is put in to the air.  This makes it hard for people to breathe and some people get sick more often.
· What can we do?

1. Conserve electricity

· Use the A.C. only when necessary 

· Turn off lights and other electric things when we aren’t using them

2. Investigate using solar power (the sun) or other resources to make electricity.

3. Make sure our cars are running properly so they don’t put extra pollution in to the air.

Water pollution is a concern.

· Oil and sewage can get into the water and kill fish and other things that live in or near the ocean.  As well garbage is often dumped in to the ocean.  If we want to continue to eat fish from the ocean and swim or go boating we must keep the ocean clean.
· What can we do?

1. Make sure that we don’t throw garbage in to the ocean or leave it on the beach.

Having enough fresh water is a concern.

· Kuwait has very little fresh water.  Most of the water we use comes from desalinized sea water.  This can be expensive and a desalinization plant can only make so much at once so sometimes we run out of it.
· What can we do?

1. Don’t waste water.  If everyone is careful with water there will be enough for all of us.

Having only one major natural resource is a concern.
· Kuwait’s main natural resource is oil.  But what happens when a natural resource is used up? If you remember from our Communities Unit when a natural resource runs out then 3 things happen.  

1. The people all move away to find work

2.  Some people move away to find work

3.  The community changes

·   Kuwait is preparing for the future by buying resources in other countries and by encouraging its citizens be prepared for change.
· What can we do?

1. Get the best education you can so you can help Kuwait find new ways to prosper.

2. Work hard so that Kuwait can be less dependent on workers from other countries.
