What is the land like in Kuwait?
1. Kuwait is a desert so it is hot and dry almost all the time.  
2. Not many things grow in the desert because there isn’t enough water.  So there is hardly any farmland to grow food.
3. In the desert in Kuwait you can find a plant called camel thorn. There are also small shrubs near the ocean.  

4. There are no rivers or lakes where there is water all year round.
5. Sometimes in the winter there is enough rain that many kinds of grasses and flowers grow.  
What kind of native animals live in Kuwait?

1. The animals in Kuwait are the same kinds of animals that live in all the dry areas of the Middle East.

2. There are still some foxes and jackals in Kuwait but there are less and less.

3. Other animals that live in Kuwait are gerbils, jerboas (like a mouse) and desert hares.

4. There are reptiles in Kuwait as well.  Examples include many types of lizards, geckos and snakes.

5. Many birds visit Kuwait.  Examples include swallows, skylarks, wrens, terns, eagles and cormorants.

What are some of Kuwait’s natural resources?

1. Kuwait is on the ocean so some of Kuwait’s natural resources are from the sea.

2. There is fish and shrimp in the Arabian Gulf, but the numbers are getting smaller because of pollution.

3. Long ago many men from Kuwait made money by diving for pearls in the ocean.

4. Oil was discovered in Kuwait in the late 1930’s and after 1945 Kuwait began to sell oil to many other countries.
What does Kuwait sell to other countries?

1. Kuwait sells oil and other things made from oil to many countries around the world like USA, Japan and Malaysia

2. Kuwait also sells a lot of fertilizer. Fertilizer is something that helps plants grow.

What does Kuwait buy from other countries?

1. It is too hot and dry in Kuwait to grow enough food to feed all the people so food is bought from other countries.

2. There are no large trees in Kuwait so wood for building is also bought from other countries.

3. Kuwait also buys electronics, cars and clothing.
